The purpose of the course is:
For composers:

- discussion of individual works with experienced authors and performers,   presentation of selected compositions by instructors and more experienced   participants

- greater familiarity with notational problems and specific compositional techniques   relating to solo and ensemble literature for untraditional percussion instruments

- opportunity to experiment with the various possible timbres of different instruments - application of compositional skills in cooperation with instructors of percussion and   composition, with a focus on concert performance
Will you take your own compositions (not only for percussions) for the presentation of yourself and for the individual lessons (scores and recordings).

For performers:
- improvement of solo and ensemble skills under the guidance of renowned instructors - greater theoretical and practical knowledge of world percussion literature,

- untraditional instruments, performance techniques, questions of interpretation, and   notational and compositional problems

- practical group-work with composers and instructors of percussion and composition

- individual concert performance for all participants

Each participant must prepare a solo performance, maximum length 10 minutes, to

be chosen from 20th century literature.

Program of the courses:
consists of workshops and seminars given by our regular professors of the younger and middle generation who were carefully chosen by the organizers, supplemented with lectures by visiting professors who are being invited for one workshop and seminar.

The guests for this year for duration of all courses are the world renowned personalities: Ulrich Krieger – professor of composition at California Institute of the Arts in LA, Peter Adriaansz  professor of compostion at Royal Conservatory Den Haag,  Jeff Beer – composer, percussionst and visual artist, Ivo Medek – professor of compostion at Janáček Academy of Music, Tomáš Ondrůšek professor of percussion at Strossmayer University Osijek

The lecture series will be supplemented with a concert series. The concerts will take place in the concert hall of the Music Centre Urban and are open to the public. Performers will include instructors and participants of the course.

Jeff Beer (D) Studied composition and percussion at the Academy of Music in Wurzburg. Received many awards, for instance: special prize at the international competition for contemporary music Radio France; Bavarian national prize 1985; 1'° prize Deutscher Musikwettbewerb, Bonn;  Studienstiftung des Deutsches Volkes; scholarship grant at the Cité Internationale des Artes in Paris, and others. Has performed as a soloist in Berlin, Basil, Stockholm, New York, Madrid, Koln, Chicago and elsewhere. 

Workshop subjects: developtment of percussion instruments, solo repertoire, construction of percussíon instruments, new instruments, analysis of own compositions. 
Tomáš Ondrůšek (Cz Rep., D) Professor of Percussion and Music of the World at the Music Academy in Osijek/Croatia. Studied percussion at the academies in Nurnberg and Stuttgart. As a soloist Tomas Ondrusek performed throughout Europe and in Central Asia, awards include the Studienstiftung des Deutschen Volkes. Many international guest lecturer appearances, including performance courses in Contemporary Music at the Academies in Munich, Brno, Moscow, Oslo, Almaty, Vilnius, Stuttgart, St. Petersburg, Tashkent. From 1995 he participated in such festivals as Warsaw Autumn, Bienale St. Petersburg, Prague Spring, Crossdrumming Warsaw... From 2001 he was the professor of percussion at the Academy of Music in Prague, before he changed 2013 to the University in Osijek. From 2011 field studies and research in different percussion-musics of the world: Uganda, Indonesia, Burundi. Employment as a ethnomusicologist at the Universities in Regensburg and Denpasar/Bali. Workshop subjects: contemporary notatíon, analysis of main percussio literature, percussion musics of the World, sound objects and development of new playing technics.. 
Ivo Medek (Cz Rep) Professor of composition and theory of composition at the Janacek Academy in Brno, working as the rector/president since 2010. Has devoted more than 20 years exclusively to composition for percussion instruments, both practically and theoretically. In 1990 and 94, lectured at the Darmstadt courses, where his works for percussion were presented. Has was also teaching and making masterclasses at various institutions in Portugal, Poland, Germany, Holland, several American universities, Austria, the Ukraine, Thailand, Korea, etc. His works bave been played by such soloists and ensembles as ensemble récherche, Carin Lévine, Daniel Kienzy, Pascal Gallois, Moscow Contemporary Music Ensemble, PluralEnsemble, Zeitgeist Ensemble, Israeli Contemporary Players among others at various venues as Warsaw Autumn, Shanghia Spring Festival, Wiener Festwochen, Audio-Art, Ad libitum, Darmstadt Summer Courses, Moscow Autumn, Prague Spring Festival etc.. He received the Alypios Fund grant in Munich, the Annual Prize of the Czech Music Fund and has won other prizes in national and international competitions. Medek is the widely published author (author or co-author of three books and many articles).  Workshop subjects: Analysis of own works, general compositional principles, specific forms..
Guests:

Ulrich Krieger – professor of composition at the California Institute of the Arts in Los Angeles is well known as a saxophone player in  contemporary composed and free improvised music as well as a composer of chamber music and electronic music. 

His recent focus lies in the experimental fields and fringes of contemporary Pop culture: somewhere in the limbo between Noise and Heavy Metal, Ambient and Silence. 

His original compositions go back and forth between Just Intonation, Silent Music, Noise, Instrumental Electronic, often asking for elaborate amplification, and works in the limbo of Rock culture – not accepting stylistic boundaries. 

Krieger developed his own, often amplified style of saxophone playing, he calls 'acoustic electronics'. He uses refined acoustic, quasi-electronic sounds, which then get processed, the saxophone often becoming more an 'analogue sampler' rather than a traditional finger-virtuoso instrument. By amplifying his instrument in various ways, he gets down to the 'grains of the sounds', changing their identity and structure from within. 

Ulrich Krieger was commissioned to write works for: Soldier String Quartet, oh-ton ensemble, Ensemble United Berlin, KontraTrio, zeitkratzer, Ensemble Experimente, Seth Josel, intersax, Text of Light, and others. His compositions are widely performed by ensembles in Europe and the USA. 

Krieger has received prizes, grants and residencies from: Kunststiftung Baden-Württemberg, Villa Aurora Los Angeles, Deutsches Studienzentrum Venedig e.V., Akademie der Künste Berlin, 'Meet-the-Composer' Forum New York, DAAD, Darmstädter Ferienkurse für Neue Musik, and many others. 

He lived in Berlin and New York, and was 'Composer-in-Residence' in Los Angeles, Rom, Venice, Bologna, and Townsville (Australia). 
Peter Adriaansz – professor of composition at Royal Conservatory Den Haag was born in Seattle in 1966 and studied composition at the conservatories of The Hague and Rotterdam, where his teachers included Louis Andriessen, Brian Ferneyhough and Peter-Jan Wagemans.  Characterized frequently as ‘one of the most singular composers active in the Netherlands at the moment´ Adriaansz has worked as a free-lance composer since 1993, receiving commissions and performances from ensembles, festivals and individual musicians from all over the world, as well as writing for ensembles with more unusual instrumentations for special occasions. His works are performed and broadcast regularly worldwide and have featured on many stages, from the Holland Festival to Huddersfield and from Tashkent to Toronto. 

 Adriaansz’ work can be characterized by a systematic, research-oriented approach towards music. An approach in which sound, structure and audible mathematics constitute the main ingredients. In recent years an increasing interest in flexibility, variable forms and - especially - microtonal reflection can also be observed in his work. This latter interest lead, among other works, to several large-scale compositions for amplified ensembles, such as Prana (2007), Music for Sines, Percussion, ebows & variable Ensemble (2008) and Three Vertical Swells (2010), works for orchestra and voices (Anekabahudaravaktranetram, 2007, Verdichtingen, 2009), two extended series, on spatial harmony (Structures I-XVI, 2005) and micro acoustics (Waves 1-13, 2008) and many (electro-) acoustic works for incidental commissions. 

Several of his works were nominated for various prizes, such as Chant Ascendant, for the 1994 International Gaudeamus Composers Competition and Waves 5-7, Verdichtingen and Three Studies on Elevation; selected in 2009, 2010 and 2011 respectively for the Dutch Toonzetters Award. In 2015 his work Scala II was awarded the Matthijs Vermeulen Prize.
